On Wednesday, 22nd February 2012, pupils from Forms 3 and 4 will be visiting the British museum in London. This visit is to reinforce learning from this year’s History topic of Ancient Greece as well as from the study of Ancient Egypt in Year Two. Exhibitions relating to Ancient Rome and the findings from the Sutton Hoo burial hoard will be of further interest to Year Four pupils, who studied Ancient Rome, the Anglo-Saxons and Vikings last academic year, as well as serving as a positive introduction to these topics for Year Three pupils.

Pupils will travel to London by train from Southampton Central station to Waterloo and then will take a short trip on the tube to Goodge Street station (Northern line) before walking the last section of the journey to the museum. As the train departs from Southampton at 9am pupils will need to arrive at school at the earlier time of 8:20am, when they will be transferred by school minibus to Central station. We will be returning to Southampton Central station at 16:50, when pupils should be collected directly from the station from the main entrance (opposite Costa coffee). Any pupils booked into After School Care on this date will be taken back to school with staff by minibus.

Pupils will be required to bring a packed lunch with them, to be eaten at a reserved area within the museum for educational visits. No fizzy drinks, crisps, sweets or chocolate please. In addition to normal school uniform, including a school blazer, a suitable winter coat, gloves and a hat should be brought on the trip.

The cost of the trip is £20. This should please be handed to Miss Oakley at the school office.
